Instead of immortality he had discovered the elixir of mortality. He went into convulsions. slipped into a coma, and died without regaining consciousness. His father praised Sergei as a gifted chemist who died for the sake of science.

Personal Account: Bicycle Chain of Accidents Unconfirmed
JULY 2000 OR 2001, SOUTH COAST OF ENGLAND
A gripping lesson in Newton 's Three Laws of Motion.
This account is a testament to the intelligence of teenagers, who are prone to recklessness-a fact I should have borne in mind. On a Sunday afternoon six years ago, our gang of five had taken it into our brains that, since we live near the sea, it would be fun to play on the cliffs.
We took turns riding our bikes up to the cliff's edge and braking at the last possible moment, the objective being a typical competition between young males. The drop to the water was over one hundred feet. After one boy almost flew off the cliff, we made it �safer" by tying rope around our waists, attached to separate pegs anchored securely in the ground. This, we thought, would avert trouble.
Uh-huh,
One boy's bike squeaked terribly when he braked, and it was getting on everyone's nerves. So he took care of the squeak in an ingenious way: He oiled the brakes. Some of you might already realize that this presents another problem, but we didn't see it.
When it was his turn, he rode up to the cliff with the ironic cry,
�Watch this! " Indeed we did watch. We watched him apply the brakes, we watched his expression change to terror, and we watched him disappear from sight as he sailed over the cliff.

The rope did its job and halted his descent. But his rope was longer than the others and suffered the strain of sixty feet of falling teenager, as did the waist around which the rope was tied.
The impact of stopping broke several ribs and almost cleaved him in two. Not surprisingly, he fainted.
At the top of the cliff the four remaining kids telephoned for help, but the cliff was so remote that we couldn't get through.
Instead of running for help we decided to winch him up ourselves.
We set about digging up the peg he was attached to. When it finally came free, there was only one person holding it, and he was pulled over the cliff by the weight of the first boy.
Sensibly, he still had his harness on, but the forty�five�foot drop he endured nearly knocked this boy out. Meanwhile, the extra forty�five feet of rope let the first boy plunge into the ocean, where he unfortunately drowned.
The last three boys on the cliff summoned help from the Coast Guard. Half an hour later a large Sea King helicopter attempted to lift the dangling boy to safety. By this point the knot that tied the rope around the boy's waist had come loose, and he was hanging on for dear life.
Whirling helicopter blades build up a massive amount of static electricity as they beat against the air. Each helicopter therefore carries a cable to ground itself after a flight. As that cable approached the boy, he grabbed for it, heedless of people shouting warnings from the helicopter. When he did grab ahold of the cable, the electric shock blew him against the cliff, and he fell into the sea.
Fortunately, he did not drown. He was airlifted to a hospital, where he made a full recovery.
Six years later I still have the scar on my hand where I touched that earthing cable. l owe my life to the work of the Coast Guard that day. Thank you, Coast Guard, for helping idiots like me stay alive long enough to tell the story to other idiots.

SCIENCE INTERLUDE: THE WONDERS OF
MOSQUITO SPIT
By Michelle Keefer
Mosquitoes-the bane of many a camping trip and barbecuehave been haunting the human race for millennia. But bloodsucking isn't as easy as it seems. These insects rarely get the credit they deserve for their highly specialized methods of overcoming the obstacles of blood feeding. They are easy to dismiss with the flick of a hand. without stopping to think about the amazing ways mosquitoes have evolved to survive on your blood.
Painkillers
You look down and see a fat and happy mosquito feeding on your arm, to which you were completely oblivious a moment before.
How did that mosquito suck that much blood from your defenseless arm without you noticing? After all, mosquitoes are

basically flying needles, and you can feel a needle prick! A mosquito doesn' t want its host to know it is feeding-at best its meal would be interrupted; at worst it would be flattened. So mosquitoes inject painkillers with their saliva when they penetrate the skin, and their victims remain unaware of their piercing proboscises.
Vasodilators
If you've managed to tolerate watching your mosquito sitting there sucking up your precious bodily fluids, then another question may occur to you. "How did she slurp up that much blood so qUickly?" Enter another ingenious component of mosquito spit-vasodilators. Generally, an injured blood vessel will contract to decrease blood loss. Obviously, this is not good for the poor little mosquito. The longer it takes her to fill up, the more likely her meal will be interrupted. So she injects vasodilators, similar to nitroglycerin, a commonly prescribed drug that lowers blood pressure. Vasodilators relax and expand blood vessels and permit increased flow, so the mosquito can obtain her meal before your patience runs out and you dismiss her in whichever way you feel most fitting.
Aedes aegypti, the mosquito that transmits the yellow fever virus, injects two vasodilators in its spit, proteins that are similar to a mammalian signaling protein. In blood vessels the injected proteins encourage the release of nitric oxide from the inner lining of blood vessels, which in turn causes the smooth muscle of the vessel wall to relax. Mosquito vasodilators mimic your own proteins, to relax your vessels and continue the flow of tasty blood into the mosquito.
Anticoagulants
A useful ability of blood, as I am sure you are aware, is its capability to clot-a property that threatens the life of a
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bloodsucking insect! Consider, if you will, the mosquito currently filling up on your arm.
Imagine what would happen if your body reacted to the puncture as usual, by activating the blood-clotting system? The mosquito continues to feed . . . until it sucks up a clot, blocking its needlelike proboscis. The "corked" mosquito now has quite a problem on its hands. It is unable to feed. To avoid this perilous predicament mosquitoes inject anticoagulants to keep dinner flowing.
After Mrs. Mosquito settles on your arm, she spends some time probing around for a vessel until she finds one. There are studies on this probing behavior of mosquitoes. You do not feel these shallow punctures because the proboscis is slender enough to slip between the nerve cells.
Our friend Aedes aegypti employs a protein that counteracts a specific protein in the coagulation cascade, factor Xa, which activates the fibrous molecule that forms a blood clot. The mosquito protein that puts a stop to clotting is similar to one your own body produces, which maintains the crucial balance between excessive bleeding and excessive clotting by inhibiting factor Xa.
The mosquito injects this anticoagulant into your vessel as it starts feeding. When your skin is pierced, your body responds by activating the coagulation cascade. But the mosquito has played its trump card. It has already injected a neutralizing agent that inhibits factor Xa, preventing clot formation by halting the enzymatic cascade.
Imml1nomod111ators
The mosquito has taken her fill and has departed. As you contemplate the mysteries of mosquito spit, you suddenly notice the reason these insects are so loathed. An itchy bump, increasing

in size and annoyingness, has emerged on your arm. This allergic reaction is the first sign of your immune system's response to the foreign proteins in your blood vessel from the mosquito spit.
Your body is not at all pleased with those weird proteins injected by the hungry mosquito. An immune response is initiated by the antibodies against mosquito saliva that your body produced the very first time you were bitten. Your cells release a variety of molecules to fight the invaders. Histamines dilate blood vessels to allow immune cells access to the mosquito proteins, causing redness and swelling. Histamine also irritates your nerve endings, resulting in an itch. Leukotrienes recruit immune cells and sustain the allergic reaction, extending the life of that aggravating itchy bump.
Which leads to the most ingenious parts of a mosquito's pharmacological spit cocktail-the immunomodulators.
Vasodilators, anticoagulants, and other salivary proteins temporarily suppress your immune system. These immunosuppressants decrease immune cell propagation, histamine secretion, and the number of natural killer cells and macrophages. This benefits the mosquito by delaying the immune response, so the mosquito can finish her meal before you notice the little bloodsucker.
The Perfect Disease Transmitters
Mosquito bites are annoying, but mosquito spit causes no serious harm. However, mosquitoes can transmit West Nile virus, yellow fever, dengue fever, malaria, and other debilitating diseases. As a side effect of suppressing our immune systems, mosquito spit makes it easier for these diseases to infect us. Studies show that mice injected with both pathogen and mosquito saliva have higher infection rates than those injected with pathogen alone, indicating that mosquito saliva does indeed increase the ability of the virus or parasite to infect its host.

The prevention of mosquito-borne diseases is a complex and difficult task. However, some scientists use mosquito spit to their advantage by making vaccines against its proteins! Such a vaccine would decrease the infectivity of the pathogens. Vaccines against proteins in sandfly spit have already been developed to help prevent leishmaniasis. Now scientists are working to develop similar vaccines against mosquito spit to protect against diseases like malaria and West Nile.
So the next time a mosquito decides to nourish her eggs with your precious bodily fluids, take a moment to appreciate the finely tlmeci system she has evolveci to sud your hloor1. Y01l might also give a nod to the scientists who had to raise mosquitoes (yes, raise mosquitoes!) in order to provide you with this fascinating insight into the Wonders of Mosquito Spit.

SCIENCE INTERLUDE: THAT WAS YOUR
BRAIN ON DRUGS

You stand at a precipice looking down. Forty feet below is a water-filled quarry. Your friends are urging you to jump.
Although your brain knows the water is shallow. those beers you drank have imbued you with false bravery. With a running start and a barbaric yawp you fling yourself into the air, landing on your head and breaking your neck. You're dead. Game over.
What did alcohol do to your brain to make your estimation of risk so far off�base?
The Darwin Awards provide ample evidence that humans have no problem shuffling off this mortal coil as a result of plain old bad decisions. But adding mind-addling drugs to the decisionmaking process further impairs judgment and increases risktaking behavior. setting the stage for some amusingly lethal acts of stupidity. Fromjumping into a bear cage while drunk to partaking in alcohol enemas acute inebriation has been the impetus behind many Darwin Awards.
Some people turn bright red when they consume even a little alcohol. A person's ability to eliminate alcohol depends on the enzymatic activity of acetaldehyde dehydrogenase in the liver. Three genes encode this enzyme. A dominant mutation in one of these genes reduces its ability to break down acetaldehyde, resulting in symptoms of acetyladehyde poisoning-a flushed face and
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increased heart rate and respiration. People with this mutation are less likely to become alcoholics, but more likely to suffer liver damage from overaccumulation of acetaldehyde.
Alcohol
Besides caffeine, alcohol is the most commonly used legal drug. If you want to be the most popular person at the bar, bring a digital Breathalyzer and test your blood alcohol concentration (BAC) throughout the night. Without fail people will gravitate toward you to measure their own intoxication, often resulting in a contest for the highest BAC. The amount of alcohol circulating in your bloodstream indicates the effects you can expect. BAC levels of 0.03-0.12 percent result in euphoria, which explains why it is a popular social drug. However, as BAC goes up, so does the subjective level of intoxication. Levels of 0.09-0.25 percent induce profound confusion. Levels around 0.35 percent can result in blackout or coma. Levels over 0.4 percent can cause death.
One mechanism of intoxication begins with the metabolism of ethanol into acetaldehyde, which has a depressive effect on the nervous system. Acetaldehyde alters the way that neurotransmitters interact with crucial brain areas. For example, it overstimulates the NMDA pathways in the brain by making receptor proteins more sensitive to the neurotransmitter glutamate.
Evidence suggests that experience-driven activity through NMDA receptors wires up neural circuits. When sufficient alcohol is consumed, NMDA receptors get tired from overuse and shut down, resulting in sluggish thought and movements. Alcohol consumption also increases the level of a neurotransmitter called GABA that inhibits brain activity. The affected areas are involved in decision making, the formation of memories, and pleasureseeking behaviors. Alcohol consumption increases GABA production, thus impairing these brain functions.
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After a long night of heavy drinking you may have difficulty remembering what happened the night before. Due to acetaldehyde's effects on NMDA and GABA, the areas of the brain responsible for capturing new memories were not working well!
As icing on the cake, alcohol alters how you perceive the world. It blurs vision rbeer goggles") by inducing a sugar-starved state in the visual cortex. It causes vertigo by altering the flow of fluids in the vestibular system, required for proper balance and orientation. Alcohol intoxication also results in delayed response time to environmental stimuli, reducing a person' s ability to protect herself from danger or make qUick movements when driving.
The end result of excessive alcohol consumption is a person who is dizzy, uncoordinated, and nearly blind; a person whose sluggish brain is unable to form memories properly, and has limited reasoning and judgment skills. In short, a significantly impaired person who is more likely to make that rash plunge over the precipice into shallow water.
Methamphetamine
Somewhere in America someone is cooking a batch of methamphetamine from a recipe including cough medication and match heads. This highly addictive stimulant can be made from cheap household ingredients and has become a scourge of lowincome areas.
"Meth mouth" refers to the advanced tooth decay often seen in heavy methamphetamine users. Causative factors include dry mouth, drug-induced grinding of the teeth,
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concomitant use of sugary soft drinks and tobacco, and poor oral hygiene. The condition is so disgusting that images of �meth mouth" have been used in billboard campaigns to discourage methamphetamine use.
Meth reaches straight into the pleasure centers of the brain, specifically the meso limbic reward pathways, causing euphoria, excitement, paranoia, and compulsive behavior. It is a potent psychostimulant, increasing the release of the neurotransmitters dopamine, serotonin, and norepinephrine. This induces the fightor-flight response. Heart rate, blood sugar, and blood pressure increase; the blood vessels dilate; and energy seems boundless.
Such a state can hardly be maintained, and the inevitable crashlow levels of neurotransmitters-is as miserable as the high was pleasurable.
Meth is also toxic to neurons. A high level of dopamine causes reactive oxygen molecules to kill brain cells. So in addition to altering short-term brain chemistry, meth also causes long-term brain damage.
In a nutshell, a person using meth is in an irritable, panicked state. Her brain and body have been chemically tricked into defending her from nonexistent mortal danger. This paves the way for erratic and dangerous decisions. Someone wishing to avoid a Darwin Award would be well advised to eschew reCipes based on match heads and cough syrup!
Cra.ck Cocaine
Crack cocaine is a highly addictive and impure form of cocaine.
Like methamphetamine, crack releases massive amounts of dopamine into the brain, resulting in euphoria. But crack's effect lasts only about fifteen minutes. When dopamine levels spike and plummet, the user's brain function is severely depressed, which motivates the user to find any way to reach that high again.
Actions that once were unthinkable, like violent crime, now seem
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perfectly reasonable if the result is more crack. This is a poor basis for healthy decisions.
Worse yet, crack use depletes the natural production of dopamine, leaving the user increasingly dependent on crack to provide the dopamine needed to function. It is a downward spiral that is difficult to escape. Crack is also notorious for its impurities. Sixty to ninety percent of the street drug is an unpredictable mix of fillers, from baking soda to nail polish remover, that cause a panoply of toxic effects.
Crack and meth both provide an intense high that qUickly ropes the user into addiction by depleting the neurotransmitters involved in pleasure and reward. The user must continually seek more and more drugs in order to replace just the normal levels of neurotransmitters, and more yet is required to achieve a high. This dangerous vortex leads to psychosis from brain damage and, eventually. overdose and death.
LSD
LSD or "acid" is chemically known as lysergic acid diethylamide.
Albert Hofmann, the scientist who discovered LSD, first accidentally and later intentionally ingested the drug. He experienced extreme visual hallucinations. fear that his neighbor was a witch. and the peculiar notion that his furniture was threatening him. While it is safe to say that he didn't accurately perceive reality, the next morning he woke up feeling fine. In the 1960s hippies used LSD to achieve a transcendent mental state. It was considered a promising drug for military interrogations, breakthrough psychotherapy, and as a treatment for childhood autism. However, due to contradictory research results, its potential for abuse and exploration of these uses has been abandoned.
"Warning! Batman Cape Does Not Enable Wearer to Fly."
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LSD is exceptionally potent. Bioactive doses are smaller than a grain of sand. The mental and physical effects, such as hallucinations, saliva overproduction, and tremors, vary widely from one person to the next and are heavily influenced by the drug user's environment and mindset.
Little is known about the specific biochemical mechanisms underlying LSD's effects. It does alter the activity of many neurotransmitter receptors, including all dopamine receptors and adrenoreceptors, and most serotonin receptors. The psychotropic effects are thought to result from its interaction with the 5-HT(2A) serotonin subtype, but how this interaction produces hallucinations is not known.
It is not unusual for an LSD user to experience dissociation between herself and the outside world. She may think she has superhuman physical or mental powers. This has led to wellknown examples of bad decision making, such as being convinced one can fly off a roof. LSD can also induce a highly suggestible state-an effect at the root of the government's military interest in LSD-so a user could be coerced into performing ridiculously dangerous feats she would otherwise never attempt.
Cognitive Enhancers
While some drugs negatively impact our ability to think, others are "nootropics," cognitive enhancers that sharpen attention and focus. The stimulants nicotine and caffeine are well-known legal nootropics. They promote wakefulness, increase focus, and improve coordination via complex chemical interactions with the nervous system. Caffeine and nicotine do have some negative effects such as increased blood pressure and toxicity in high doses. But in reasonable amounts they contribute to good decision making.
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"Ninety percent of Americans use caffeine daily, and another twenty-five percent smoke cigarettes, making caffeine and nicotine the two most widely used drugs."
One might argue that drug users are primed to make bad decisions, as they already think that intoxication is a good idea.
However, there are valid social reasons to use legal intoxicants.
There's nothing like relaxing with a cold beer after a long day!
But even legal drugs have negative side effects. And while people don't need a lot of extra push to do something stupid, why tempt fate? Next time that jump into shallow water appears reasonable, stop and assess your state of inebriation. The life you save may be your own!

SCIENCE INTERLUDE: FLOWER POWER
By Sleven "DarkSyde " Andrew A few hundred years ago a new fad swept through the privileged ranks of European aristocracy. It was a substance refined from an enigmatic plant brought back from the New World. Hailed as a godsend by some, more recent experience has shown that longterm consumption can lead to erratic behavior, serious weight fluctuations, and systemic organ failure. Even first-time users can, although rarely. fall victim to fatal cardiopulmonary shock. But it is not all bad. I must confess, on my first date with my future wife, she and I both indulged. The mysterious extract soon worked its neurotransmitter magic. We gazed enraptured into each other's now-blazing eyes, and we fell madly in love.
If you travel back to the opening days of the Cretaceous Period, you are well advised to watch your step. Saurian monsters abound. Hungry eyes watch from ambush. Hordes of tiny ratlike mammals slumber by day in fur-lined burrows, emerging to feed at dusk. Aside from running afoul of a carnivorous titan, you must be careful of the little critters as well. Tread on the wrong lair and you might crush dear old Great-to-the-Zillionth Grandpa in his sleep, wiping out the entire human race and giving rise to the dreaded Grandfather Paradox. With so much to worry about, it is easy to miss the most important new organism to arise in ages, standing low in the tangled bank at the steamy water's edge.
It is the world's first blossom.
The little pockets of flowers were unobtrusive in a world ruled by colossal carnivorous monsters. But the small flowering shoots had already struck a partnership with the most successful animal

taxon on earth, the insects, and would soon team up with the rest of the animal kingdom. In its own vegetable way, the flower was poised to take over the world.
Botanists classify so-called higher plants, meaning those with roots, veins, and leafy structures, into two main groups: angiosperms and gymnosperms. Flowering plants are angiosperms. Conifers, which produce the familiar pinecone, are an example of gymnosperms. Both produce seeds. However, the seeds of angiosperms are surrounded by a fleshy vessel, or an angio in Latin, forming an often tasty wrapper. The seeds of gymnosperms lack an equivalent structure and thus are "naked,"
or in Latin, gymno.
The origin of flowering plants is a hotly debated topic. Some say there is indirect evidence for a possible ancestor over two hundred million years ago. But the oldest unambiguous fossil evidence for a flowering plant is found in China and dates to about 125 million years ago. It was named Archaefructas sinensis,
"ancient Chinese fruit."
Regardless of when they first evolved, plants had hit on an ingenious survival strategy. Rather than playing an inadvertent role in the mandibles, jaws, and gullets of ancient insects, they created a sort of organic peace offering, free for the taking. Pollen and sweet nectar was given as payoff for cross-fertilizing the new angiosperms. The flower blossom itself likely evolved as a visual transponder beacon. The blooms even developed secret patterns invisible to the eyes of vertebrates, flashing rings and other enticing patterns in ultraviolet wavelengths to wave in their insect couriers.
By the Middle Cretaceous, some ninety million years ago, birds were probably in on the act, recruited by flowers to carry plant pollen in their feathers and seeds in their stomachs. They flew across the young and growing Atlantic Ocean to every island and continent. Flowers of all kinds evolved, each in elegant resonance to the needs and desires of their local animal partners.


By the Late Cretaceous, twenty million years later, the luxuriant emerald-green world of the dinosaurs had been adorned with bright blossoms and sweet scents.
Research shows that flower fragrances travel only one-third as far today as they did in less-polluted years.
After dinosaurs disappeared sixty-five million years ago, plantmunching mammals rose to prominence, and flowering plants came up with their next smash hits: fruits and grasses. Citrus fruits in particular, of the group Rl1taceae, are a favorite of tree-dwelling animals. The animals eat the fruity prize; the seeds are safely transported all over the jungle and then deposited in a steaming pile of rich animal fertilizer. Liliopsida, an angiosperm better known as grass, appears widely in the fossil record in the Eocene.
By thirty million years ago grasses dominated the flat savanna and provided food for the largest mammals ever to walk the earth.
Over the next twenty�five million years a few of these hardy flowering grasses evolved into the forerunners of modern cereal grains: wheat, corn, and rice. Those three grains account for over half the calories in the modem human diet. A whopping five trillion calories of cereal are consumed each day, and two trillion more in the form of tubers, vegetables and vegetable oil, fruits, syrups, and other sugars made from flowering plants. Added to that, every pound of meat we eat conservatively represents thousands of calories of commercial cereals and wild grasses.
The Plant Kingdom could not have supported the kinds and numbers of animals it does today before the advent of flowering plants. And even with the sweet fruits and toothsome grains they offer, artificial selection was required, operating over millennia on hundreds of angiosperm species, so that humans can harvest the amount of food we currently eat.
Quite literally, human beings are flower-powered.

How is all this ancient flowery history known or suspected?
Some is educated guesswork. But much of it falls under the purview of paleobotany and palynology, the study of ancient pollen. Most small plants don't lend themselves to fossilization.
But plant pollen is tough and fossilizes well. Particular groups of plants can often be distinguished by their pollen. Thanks to the painstaking dedication of thousands of botanists over the years, we have developed a robust database of ancient pollens, tracing the evolutionary radiation of angiosperms onto the global stage.
Of course, the flowering plants could never fully trust their new animal partners. Given half a chance the animals would gobble down the whole plant: fruit, nut, flower, leaf, stem, and root. Evolution qUickly produced critters that did exactly that. The plants responded by incorporating substances that give the offending critter a stomachache or worse if it eats the wrong part at the wrong time,
Many of our early medicines and modern drugs come from such defenses. The plant chemicals are bioactive by definition, because they are meant to affect the biology of the animal that eats them. Quinine from tree bark, caffeine from the coffee bean, narcotic painkillers from the opium poppy, and aspirin from the willow tree are substances that don't pose quite as much danger to

us as they do to insects and their ilk. Unlike the bugs' , our bodies come complete with sophisticated, factory-installed detoxification systems. In fact. for humans, the effects of some of those natural insecticides are downright addictive.
Which brings us back to that first date with my future wife and the highly habit-forming, brain-altering substance we ingested at the dawn of the new millennium. The source was an enigmatic flowering plant found in the New World. The substance it produces is sublime. Yet we broke no drug laws. It was first used in a crude form thousands of years ago by Native Americans in what is now called Central America. The Aztecs called it xo-colatl. But we know it today as chocolate.

SCIENCE INTERLUDE: LIFESTYLES OF
THE SLIMY AND CONTAGIOUS
By Sleven "DarkSyde " Andrew Internet surfers and tabloid readers are fascinated by the rich and famous. This tale concerns a young biochemist fascinated with the slimy and contagious! Dr. Herbert Boyer was investigating a common bacteria identified in 1885 by pediatrician Theodor Escherich, who was studying the tragically high rate of infant mortality due to diarrhea when he isolated a rod-shaped microbe in a residue we need not dwell on. The bacteria he discovered now bear his name: EscheIichia coli, or E. coli for short.
You may recognize E. coli from the news. Hardly a month goes by without a health advisory issued by the CDC about a new outbreak. Beef. spinach, lettuce-any number of innocuous foods sitting in the crisper of your refrigerator may harbor the killer.
There are hundreds of strains of E. coli. Most are harmless. But some strains produce potent poisons with the power to cripple their host and bring on the kind of misery that any dehydrated tourist bent over a Mexican toilet can understand. And a few strains are so deadly they could be classified as biological we::lpons! Still, there's <l kimler side to this IlhirJllitOllS mkrohe, ::I gentler side. a side that serves humanity. Odds are good that one day the humble E. coli will serve you too.
After their discovery in 1885 E. coli were found in the small intestines of virtually every warm-blooded animal. Several pounds of the bacteria reside in the gastrointestinal tracts of large animals like horses, German shepherds. and, yes, people too. Most strains cause no harm. But researchers came to realize that some strains


of the bacteria rampage through the unfortunate host, causing symptoms ranging from lingering malaise to rapid death.
Scientific interest intensified.
Because E. coli are widespread and easy to keep alive in the lab, they soon became the most studied microbe in the world.
Libraries were filled with sketches and chemical equations describing them. Our understanding of the molecular intricacy of these one-celled creatures grew rapidly. E. coli was not a primitive life-form from a forgotten slimy crevice. The bacterium was an exquisitely evolved animal, every bit as flexible and cleverly constructed as are we giants of muscle and bone.
They taste the world around them. run the data through a molecular supercomputer, and reconfigure their metabolism to use those nutrients that happen to be available. They build sophisticated defenses against almost any deadly substance that wanders into their domain. When necessary, most can build a flagellum-a tiny motorized propeller that rotates thousands of times a second-and zoom around like high-tech submarines.
When food and water are scarce, E. coli can even go into stasis (suspended animation)-for years, if necessary.

These transformations are beyond any metamorphosis possible for plants or animals. But E. coli reproduce in a matter of hours, so they have had far more relative time, at least as measured by individual generations, to evolve than multicellular plants and animals. To put the talents of E. coli into perspective, imagine a herd of horses starving in a drought. If horses were as mutable as E. coli, one would morph into a Bengal tiger and eat the rest, and when that food was exhausted, it would sprout wings and fly away. If necessary, it would burrow into the earth and hibernate until rains brought the meadows back. Then it would become a horse again, happily munching on green grass.
When scientists began to sequence DNA. the very code of life, E. coli was among the first to be scrutinized. That's when another surprising microbial ability was noticed. E. coli were exchanging genes! That wasn't supposed to happen. E. coli reproduce by splitting in two, and the daughter cells are identical to the parents.
Sex in single-celled organisms? Unthinkable!
Dr. Herbert Boyer was studying the exciting details of gene exchange when he had a revolutionary idea: If genes from one E.
coli could be transplanted into another . . . could the genes of a different species be transplanted into the bacterium? To insert foreign genes Boyer enlisted the help of a plasmid.
A plasmid is a small ring of DNA that carries useful genes.
Plasmids are the means by which bacteria swap genes. The realization that bacterial genes are kept not only in the chromosomal DNA, but also on small, transferable rings of DNA, was revolutionary. Plasmids behave very much like the remnant of an independent microbe that struck up a partnership with the ancestral E. coli. In return for food and shelter plasmids offer their host a library of useful genes.
The plasmid has an unusual ability. It can acquire random genes from a passing virus, or from the chromosomal DNA of bacteria, and make these genes available to other bacteria. When a bacterium must radically reconfigure itself to survive changing

conditions, adaptive genes are often stored on the plasmid. A familiar example is antibiotic drug resistance, which is caused by a protein that inactivates the antibiotic. The gene for the protein, located on a plasmid, is easily transferred between bacteria.
Plasmids give E. coli the flexibility to qUickly adapt to changing conditions. E. coli has evolved to evolve, via the plasmid.
Boyer realized that he didn't have to insert a gene into the chromosome of the E. coli, a tricky maneuver with a low success rate. Instead, the plasmid would do the work for him. Boyer merely had to isolate a plasmid, coax it into accepting a gene of his choosing, then put it back into the E. coli. Plasmids are adept at moving useful genes from one E. coli to another, and this ability was exactly what Boyer wanted. Once inside, the plasmid should theoretically produce the protein coded by his foreign gene.
Sounds easy? It took thousands of lab hours and years of work before Herbert Boyer's first gene-engineered E. coli was confirmed to be a success. By the late 1970s Boyer had created mutants! He knew how to insert genes from wholly different creatures, with a variety of functions, into E. coli. If the foreign gene coded for a protein, the bacteria would churn out the substance, while the plasmid was powered, propagated, and protected by the microbe.
Dazzled by the commercial possibilities, Boyer and business friend Robert Swanson invested five hundred dollars each to create a fledgling company and patent this process. And for his invention to be lucrative Boyer decided to program his next deSigner bacteria to produce a substance with a high demand. A chemical that people wanted and, better yet, needed. He qUickly settled on his target: insulin.
Insulin is a small peptide hormone composed of fifty�one amino acids. At the time diabetics were given insulin purified from large mammals such as horses and pigs. It controlled blood sugar levels, but not as effectively as human insulin.

Complications from diabetes in general and animal insulin in particular could lead to devastating tissue damage, ruining eyes, heart, liver, or extremities. Animal-derived insulin could trigger rare but life-threatening allergic reactions, yet the only source of human insulin was minuscule (and expensive) amounts obtained from living humans or human cadavers. If Boyer could coerce E.
coli into making the genuine human version, the mutant bacteria could be grown by the billions in large fermenter vats. Doses of pure human insulin would be unlimited!
And it worked. Humulin is now used by millions of diabetics worldwide. Because it is an exact replica of human insulin, it adds years of life while avoiding the serious side effects of nonhuman insulin. For diabetics who could not tolerate insulin from animal sources, it was the stuff of life itself.
Boyer and other researchers have since created mutant E. coli that chum out many useful proteins: human growth hormones to treat dwarfism, blood thinners for heart patients, and an array of other substances. Custom-engineered plasmids themselves have become a robust and lucrative subspecialty in the booming designer microbe industry. The microscopic bacteria have become a laboratory workforce, efficiently and reliably making lifesaving drugs and proteins used for medical research.
For his pioneering contributions to genetic engineering and medicine Herbert Boyer has received academic distinctions. He was awarded the National Medal of Science in 1990. The Yale School of Medicine named its Boyer Center for Molecular Medicine after him. He shared in the prestigious Lemelson-MIT
Prize in recognition of his invention. Dr. Herbert Boyer's advances may one day lead to a Nobel Prize.
Dh, and don't forget the small company Boyer and Swanson started with a thousand dollars. They called it Genetic Engineering Technology, or Genentech for short. The two-man firm had been struggling on the edge of bankruptcy, but the promise of Humulin changed all that. In 1980 Genentech went

public, using the ticker symbol DNA on the NYSE. The thousand dollars became $130 million overnight, and their shares are worth billions today. Amgen, Biogen, Genzyme, and ImClone rode on the coattails of Genentech's success. Gene-swapping techniques created an entirely new industry, biotechnology, which now employs thousands of highly trained scientists.
Herbert Boyer started out looking into the slimy and contagious, but because of the wealth and recognition he earned, Dr. Boyer's presence would not be amiss on Lifestyles of the Rich and Famous!

SCIENCE INTERLUDE: EVOLUTION IS
SCREWY
By Jason Slevens, Darwin Awards philosopher When children ask about reproduction, the storks-bring-babies story eventually gives way to a discussion of �the birds and the bees." Such talks may be only slightly more enlightening than the stork fable. Much can be said about bee reproduction without revealing insights into the human process. Avian biology is more diverse but also provides an awkward platform from which to launch a discussion about human sexuality.
Most birds have nothing much resembling human sex organs.
Most male and female birds possess internal reproductive systems leading to a single, multipurpose opening known as the cloaca.
Virtuoso courtship songs, dazzling visual displays, and even sophisticated nest constructions play roles in the selection of mates. Yet the genetic transfer itself typically involves no more contact than an act poetically characterized as the �cloacal kiss."
However, ornithologists have long known that some bird species do have a male phallus and a female vagina. In dramatic cases this is impossible to overlook. To wit, the Argentine lake duck sports a male member that may exceed the length of the animal's own body. Though that is an extreme example, many other species of duck are endowed with relatively long penises . . .
often in the shape of a corkscrew!
Previous generations of scientists did not investigate the subject in great depth. Nature provides a vast array of spectacular subjects to study without venturing into territory one's peers may
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regard as lascivious. Yet by 2001, when Nature published a brief report raising questions about links between duck penis traits and reproductive selection, the time had come for curiosity to vanquish reluctance.
Enter Dr. Patricia Brennan. Initially her interest in ducks stemmed from a specific academic inquiry. Various species exhibit different frequencies of behavior clinically described as
�forced copulation." Since all these modern species evolved from a common ancestor species, ducks are ideal subjects for investigating the influence of forced copulation on physical evolution.
"When I saw my first [duck] phallus, I cannot even describe to you what I felt. It's the most amazing organ that you will ever see," Dr. Brennan recollects. Not only are some duck penises long, and not only are some spiral-shaped, but some are even equipped with a feathery tip! To understand the basis for all this anatomical variation Dr. Brennan decided to examine reproductive systems in female ducks.
The results would surprise almost anyone but a duck. Females did not simply have a vaginal canal long enough to accommodate the phallus of a compatible drake. In species featuring a coil in the male phallus, vaginas spiral in the opposite direction. This intensifies the degree of struggle required to accomplish fertilization without cooperation. Some females also developed branching canals, complete with musculature to divert a penis from the proper canal to an infertile sac. Without a relaxed and compliant mate, these features dramatically reduce a male's chances of successful fertilization.
The feathery tip of a male duck phallus, a feature of those species most extreme in their incidence of forced copulation, appears to be used to swab out seminal fluid depOSited by a prior mating. Observational data indicates that females also discourage fertilization through behaviors
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such as using water to cleanse themselves internally after an unwanted mating.
The emerging picture suggested that duck reproduction was as far removed from the avian cloacal kiss as the cheetah's sprint is from the ponderous stride of the sloth. Yet crucial questions remained. Were the unusual features of ducks' phalluses similar to the male peacock's train, adapted to an extreme because presentation plays a crucial role in sexual selection? Or was this instead a sort of evolutionary battle with each side escalating to gain control over the fertilization process?
Bird mating behaviors have long drawn the attention of ornithologists and hobbyist birdwatchers alike. Consider some of the spectacular techniques males employ to gain the attention of receptive females.
• Zebra finch (Taeniopygia gl1ttata}-elaborate and loud bird-song
• Greater bird of paradise {paradisaea apoda}competitive dancing displays
• Northern cardinal (Cardinalis cardinalis}-eye-catching red coloration
• Great frigate bird (Fregata minOl}-large inflatable throat bladder
• Satin bowerbird {ptilonorhynchl1s violacel1s}-ornately decorated love nests
Based on the mating behavior of other bird species the case for a long male duck phallus as a visual enticement had some merit.
Yet this did not explain why the reproductive anatomy of female ducks seemed adapted as much to frustrate as to accommodate the exotic endowments of their counterparts. Dr. Brennan advanced the hypothesis that the real driving force behind these adaptations was �postcopulatory competition." To gather data she and her

collaborators scrutinized the behavior and anatomy of sixteen species of waterfowl.
A complex empirical process known as phylogenetic analysis was able to establish that the unusual shapes in male and female duck genitalia evolved in tandem. This view of coevolution is further supported by a simple fact confirming one of Dr.
Brennan's key predictions. From one duck species to another the complexity of genital morphology varies in clear correlation with the incidence of forced copulation! This analysis enabled scientists to make precise predictions about the shape of duck features yet to be examined. Testable predictions are an essential part of the scientific process.
All that twisty anatomy is evolution's response to the conflicting goals of males and females. Male ducks seek to produce as many offspring as possible, while female ducks seek the best father for a clutch of eggs. Drakes may attempt fertilization via forced copulation, but hens resist by refusing to relax a complex vaginal canal or by offering up reproductive dead ends to unwelcome mates. The mechanisms male ducks evolved to usurp the prerogative of sexual selection are marginalized by female countermeasures.
The fact that some species of duck feature a long corkscrew penis is an intriguing observation. The complexities of female genitalia in those species are no less intriguing. Solving the puzzle of their interrelationship required research into areas that had previously received little scientific attention. Particular findings in that work added testable new knowledge to human understanding of sexual selection's role in evolution. Researchers have opened a new window into the process by which complex social interactions can result in the evolution of some astonishing physical features.
The responsibility to tell a young person about "the birds and the bees" is a daunting one. Yet it may be possible to take solace from the study of birds. Were we less like humans and more like ducks, explaining reproduction and sexuality to the next

generation would be considerably more complicated than it actually is.

Darwin Award: Absolutely Radiant

10 DECEMBER 1968, OZYORSK, RUSSIA
While researching nuclear accidents a physicist found this Darwin Award. The following report is quoted directly from a Los Alamos review document, with a few sentences added to help make the situation clear to the layperson.
Mayak is a nuclear fuel processing center in central Russia that was experimenting with plutonium purification techniques. The report states that they were using �an unfavorable geometry vessel in an improvised operation as a temporary vessel for storing plutonium organic solution." In other words they were pouring liquid plutonium into an unsafe container.
Keep an eye on the shift supervisor.
"It was noticed that the solution was a combination of organic and aqueous solution [gunk in the tank] . Two operators [instructed by the shift supervisor] used an improvised setup to decant the dark brown [concentrated plutonium] organic solution. The shift supervisor then left to tend to other duties. During the second filling of the bottle a mixture of aqueous and organic solution was drawn in. As a result the operators stopped filling the bottle."
One asked the shift supervisor for further instructions. He was told to continue decanting the solution. This operator "poured it into the sixty-liter vessel for a second time. After [most] of the solution had been poured out, the operator saw a flash of light and felt a pulse of heat. Startled, the operator dropped the bottle, ran down the stairs, and from the room. "


The plutonium was too concentrated, and he had accidentally started a nuclear chain reaction! The alarms sounded, and everyone evacuated. So far, no fatal errors. But a second criticality happened while everyone was safely underground.
Here's where it gets good.
"He deceived the radiation control supervisor and entered the room., .. "
"The shift supervisor insisted that the radiation control supervisor permit him to enter the work area. The radiation control supervisor resisted but finally accompanied the shift supervisor back into the building. As they approached the basement room where the accident had occurred, the radiation levels continued to rise. The radiation control supervisor prohibited the shift supervisor from proceeding. In spite of the prohibition the shift supervisor deceived the radiation control supervisor and entered the room."
So, with things more or less under control, the shift supervisor tricks the radiation control supervisor and goes into the room full of plutonium.
His "subsequent actions were not observed by anyone.
However, there was evidence that he attempted to pour [the plutonium] into a floor drain. His actions caused a third excursion, larger than the first two, activating the alarm system in both buildings. "
The shift supervisor had proceeded to set off an even bigger nuclear chain reaction!
"The shift supervisor, covered in plutonium organiC solution, immediately returned to the underground tunnel. He died about one month after the accident," haVing received four times the fatal dose of radiation. Everyone else survived.


Even if the shift supervisor had lived, he would still qualify for a Darwin Award. That much radiation causes sterility!

It was a cold but sunny February afternoon. Anna, a biology teacher from Sofia, was driving two friends home from a memorial service. Suddenly the vehicle stopped. Bystanders saw all three occupants dash from the car to a nearby manhole and start pouring down liquids and powders from various bottles and jars.
Apparently, the biology teacher had been performing chemistry experiments in her free time and had some leftover noxious chemicals. It is still not entirely clear what the chemicals were, but two of the bottles were labeled diethyl ether and methanol, both highly flammable liquids. The former is also used as a sedative, so one explanation for their actions is that they felt dizzy from the ether vapors and thought it was a good idea to pour them in the sewer.

I am an injury lawyer, and for many years I represented the National Farmers' Union Mutual, an insurance company specializing in (yep) farms. Farmworkers do the most insane things that never ceased to amaze me, but this one takes the biscuit.
I was investigating a fatal accident on a farm in Hampshire.
The deceased, an experienced hand, drove a silage spreader hitched to a tractor. Molasses was added to the spreader by parking it beneath a molasses tank and opening the tap. The silage was mixed by three large steel augers rotating in the belly of the open-topped spreader. The tractor was then driven into the fields, and the feed mix merrily flung far and wide from the spreader.
To access the molasses tap one climbs a ladder fixed to the tank. The subsequent inquest made it clear that our man, finding he had parked a mite short and could not reach the tap, decided not to get down and move the tractor five feet but rather to teeter along the edge of the open spreader hopper (a metal rim some three inches wide) wearing wellies covered in the usual farm muck, so he could save himself twenty seconds of precious work time.

Needless to say, time being so dear, he did not bother to disengage the PTO shaft of the tractor, which meant he was doing

An experienced forty-seven-year-old rescue diver was filming an underwater video of a wreck forty-four meters below sea level. He was in deep water, nine meters deeper than the recreational diving maximum, which warrants special training and extra safety considerations. To keep the audio track clear he turned off the alarms on his dive computer. His buddy, working on the other side of the wreck, did the same.
Defeating the safety . . . harbinger of so many Darwin Awards.
"The bends" are a painful and occasionally fatal condition caused by nitrogen bubbles surging into the bloodstream and tissues due to a too-rapid ascent, but they can be avoided if a diver follows the dive table limits and makes a decompression stop while ascending to allow blood gas levels to normalize. Air embolism is damage to the lungs due to a diver holding his breath on ascent. The volume of air doubles every ten meters one rises.
Sixteen minutes into the dive he was alone and out of air-a situation that should never sneak up on a diver. But he had turned off the safety alarms and swum out of sight of his buddy. The diver made an emergency ascent up the anchor line. At eighteen meters the divemaster tried to assist him, but the panicked diver refused to take an alternate air source. He continued his rapid flight to the surface, where he lost consciousness and could not be revived.


"The experienced diver deliberately disregarded two basic safety rules."
The cause of death: "Air embolism due to rapid ascent."
Was it an accident? This experienced diver deliberately disregarded two basic safety rules: Pay attention to your gauges and stay within reach of your buddy. If he had attended to his gauges (and not turned off the alarms) he could have made a controlled ascent, including a decompression stop for safety. Ifhe was near his buddy. they could have shared air as they both made a controlled ascent. Either precaution would have saved his life.

In a world full of wonders man invented boredom. So work time becomes playtime. If you work in an office, you reproduce your naughty bits on the copy machine. If you work for an arc welding company? A plastic bucket, welding materials, and a single spark can combine for a playdate with a bang.
"I was on the computer when I heard the boom," said a resident of the trailer park adjacent to the welding shop. "It shook my house. The whole neighborhood could feel it!"
"Just for kicks, they attempted to blow up a bucket."
Just for kicks a thirty-year-old welder and four coworkers had attempted to blow up a plastic bucket. At Risk Survivor: The Turn of the Screw Unconfirmed
WESTERN AUSTRALIA
The Kalgoorlie Nickel Smelter uses a piece of heavy machinery called a screw feeder, a large cast-iron tube with an Archimedean screw inside. As the screw turns, it transports chunks of ore along its length. One of the drawbacks to the design is that it can and does jam, if ore gets wedged between the edge of the screw and the casing.
When ajam occurs, correct procedure is . . . what? That's right.

SCIENCE INTERLUDE: THE GREAT DYING

SIBERIA, FEBRUARY, LATE PERMIAN PERIOD 252 MILLION YEARS
AGO
In the Arctic night a herd of dicynodonts (mammal-like ox-sized reptiles) huddled against the polar wind. They nibbled small leaves exposed by the blowing snow in the dim light. Suddenly the ground lurched. The animals had felt numerous earthquakes.
They bared their twin tusks and roared, fearfully looking up for rocks that might cascade upon them. But then quiet returned, and the herd went back to its grazing.
However, this was no ordinary quake. The shaking resumed and became more intense. On the horizon to the north a pillar of fire erupted, bringing a false dawn. Then, only a few hundred melers from the herd, the earth cracked open. The crack exploded into a chasm that soon extended to both horizons. Lava poured to the surface, followed by deafening detonations. Red-hot gas spewed from the crack, and glOWing coal and rock fragments pelted through the air. A dense hot cloud of gas blew across the Siberian landscape, incinerating the trees in its path.
The dicynodonts fled, but nowhere was safe.

Local vicissitudes such as volcanoes and earthquakes are common over geological time. They remove countless individual organisms from the gene pool but usually have little effect on evolution. This time, however, the effect of the eruption was global and catastrophic. Seventy-five percent of land species and ninety-five percent of marine species would soon be extinct.
Geology of the Emption
Beneath the grazing dicynodonts a giant pool of lava had welled up from the base of the lithosphere one hundred kilometers down.
At forty kilometers the lava reached the earth's crust and accumulated beneath the buoyant and deformable lower crustal rocks. Hours before the dicynodonts' doom a crack opened above the lava pool. A river of lava rushed toward the surface of the planet.
Just before the lava reached the surface, it intruded on a vast coal bed that happened to lie a few hundred meters below the surface. Coal is less dense than lava. The lava took the path of least resistance right through the coal bed, spreading through it far from the initial crack.
The Siberian coals contained pore water and hydrocarbons.
When lava hit the coal beds, the hydrocarbons turned to gas, just as happens today in coking plants. The heavier tar hydro-carbons
�cracked" into smaller molecules, creating more gas. The red-hot coals reacted with the pore water to form coal gas, composed of methane and carbon monoxide, with smaller amounts of other hydrocarbons. All of these heated gases then started to expand.
In some places the surface of the earth collapsed into the coal bed, releasing gas. Elsewhere, the incandescent gas followed the lava up cracks. When the hydrocarbons, carbon monoxide, and methane came into contact with the oxygen in the air, they ignited, causing titanic explosions. As in a blast furnace, the burning coal reacted with ferrous iron (FeD) in the lava to form iron metal and carbon dioxide. Sulfur from the lava and coal


added brimstone to the fire. Within days a broad area of Siberia became a monstrous landscape of collapsed pits and coal gas flares extending all the way into the stratosphere.
Overall, several trillion tons of carbon dioxide entered the atmosphere-the makings for a global disaster on land and sea. In comparison the atmosphere currently holds three trillion tons of carbon dioxide; doubling this amount would be calamitous.
The infernos continued for a decade, fed by the pool of lava at the base of the crust. Lava flows and coal fires continued for hundreds of thousands of years. Basalt flows eventually covered most of Siberia, a formation now known as the Siberian Traps.
Dreadful Aftelmath
The initial effect of the Siberia coal fires on the climate was mild: a cold spring in the northern hemisphere. with a hazy sky. The smoke and dust settled, and sunlight once again reached the surface. But the heat could not escape through the new blanket of carbon dioxide and methane greenhouse gases. By summer, temperatures were several degrees Celsius hotter than normal.
Drought prevailed. Plants withered and fungi prospered on the carcasses of rotting plants and animals.
Seventy to seventy-five percent of the land species became extinct.

Marine life suffered even more. Carbon dioxide dissolved into the top sixty meters of ocean water. The carbon dioxide and water created carbonic acid, as happens in carbonated drinks (chemically: COz + HzO � HZC03• carbonic acid.) Seawater became acidic. Calcium carbonate shells dissolved into a
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bicarbonate solution (chemically: CaC03 + H2C03 � Ca ++ +
2HC03-). Shell-making organisms perished. Reefs died. The food chain collapsed. Trilobites wandered blindly to their extinction.
The acid had dissolved the carbonate lenses of their eyes.
Ninety-five percent of the marine species became extinct.
Mantle Plumes
What caused so much lava to erupt?
Modern geologists commonly ascribe the Siberia event to a mantle plume starting near Earth's core. Tens of millions of years before the eruption Earth's core heated the overlying mantle, and a massive chunk of solid magma (yes, solid) slowly ascended through the cooler mantle rock toward the surface. Scientific models of mantle plumes resemble the flow of fluid in a lava lamp: The plume has a long tail and a bulbous top, because the mantle flows more qUickly through the hot tail than the top can push its way up through denser mantle.
Most but not all earth scientists accept mantle plumes.
Seismologists have resolved their tail conduits in the uppermost few hundred kilometers. Images of the lower mantle (below seven hundred kilometers depth) show fuzzy fe::ltmes thHt mHy he t::lil c:omhlits.
This huge bulb of mantle rose slowly, a few centimeters per year, and eventually reached the base of the lithosphere, the cool layer of rock near Earth's surface. Now under less pressure, it partially melted and spread out like a bubble beneath aquarium glass. Hot basalt lava began to flow upward through the crust to meet its fate with the coal.

Magma plumes are common in the geological record. The Palisades basalt near New York City is the result of an event two hundred million years ago. Giant's Causeway of the Spanish Armada's bane formed sixty million years ago. More than a dozen basalt plains are known, each caused by a hot mantle plume that originated near the core of the planet.
Philosophy
"Madness! To be enraged with a dumb thing, Captain Ahab. seems blasphemous."
-Moby Dick by Herman Melville (1819-1891) We can do nothing to prevent mantle plumes. Starbuck rebukes Ahab, a prime fictional candidate for a Darwin Award, with the pragmatic Yankee view of natural phenomena as purposeless and uncaring. Charles Darwin quoted Aristotle, who said that rain falls not (with the intention) to ruin crops during harvest. If a mantle plume has a ticket to a coal or oil field, no prayers can swerve its course. But there is one consolation. Be assured that seismologists would have already detected the approach of such a mantle plume.
Science does not draw moral lessons from natural events, but one can make a practical analogy, and the analogy is stark. The herds of dicynodonts had no hand in the Great Dying, but we burn fossil fuels of our own volition. We know that burning fossil fuel puts heat and carbon dioxide into the air. About a third of the carbon dioxide now in our atmosphere was generated from this source. We have the power to avoid a man-made repeat of the great Permian extinctions by using other energy sources, or by sequestering the carbon dioxide we generate.
Our educational system has brought us to the realizations of Aristotle and Starbuck. Weather is regarded as a natural phenomenon beyond our control. Ironically, we must now teach the public that weather is no longer an immutable natural phenomenon. We are the masters of our climate.

We can learn from the distant past-or repeat it.

SCIENCE INTERLUDE: THE HUMANITY

Introduction
From the mind of]. R. R. Tolkien sprang legendary adventures of cunning warlocks, elegant Ents, monstrous Ringwraithes, sword�
wielding heroes, beatific elves, and demonic villains. In 2001 they were brought to the big screen by the very real wizards of special effects, in a movie adaptation of The Lord of the Rings. These tales are considered sheer genius, unadulterated fun, and of course pure fantasy. But on the shores of a tiny island in the Pacific the ancient bones of a forgotten race lay buried in an Indonesian Middle Earth. A few years ago the fossils surfaced. and we realized Tolkien was right: Here there be Hobbits.
It struck the anthropological world like a lightning bolt: Anatomically modem humans, Homo sapiens, may have shared the planet with another human species as recently as twelve thousand years ago! Christened Homo floresiensis, or Flores Man, after the island on which it was discovered, the species is better known by the nickname "Hobbits."
Debate now rages over Australian archaeologist Mike Morwood's 2003 discovery. Are Hobbits truly a separate human species, or merely an extreme variant of modern humans?
Meet the Hobbits
Skeletons and Artifacts

The Hobbits' skeletons and artifacts, ranging from 100,000 to 12,000 years old, present a confusing picture. They are perhaps best described as miniature Homo erectus, a species that lived 1.8
million to 250,000 years ago. But the Hobbit tools found by archaeologists are a much older design. They are similar to Oldawan flaked stone choppers used by Australopithecus 3 to 2.3
million years ago, or tools used by Homo habilis 2.3 to 1.6 million years ago. This discrepancy can be explained by a theory advanced by archaeologist Hallam Movius, who noticed that early prehistoric human sites east of a line through northern India produced only Oldawan�like chopper tools. One explanation is that H. ereclus left Africa before the development of hand�ax technology. The Hobbits apparently hunted game, including pygmy elephant and giant rat, using these unsophisticated flaked stone choppers.
Hobbit Brains
The undisputed Hobbit celebrity is a nearly complete skull of a middle�aged female, known affectionately as "Flo." Flo's skull, like those of the other skeletons, is small. But the fact that these petite primates made stone tools and hunted large game suggests that their mental capacity was not small.
To shed light on this puzzle, the discrepancy between brain size and apparent intelligence, scientists sought more information about Hobbit brains. Brains are soft tissue, but their surface features sometimes leave impressions inside the skull. Those surface features reveal a lot about brain structure and complexity.
So endo�casts, three�dimensional models of that interior, are often created to examine brain surface features.
Hobbit skulls were too fragile for traditional plaster casts, so a virtual endocast based on a CT scan was created by Dean Falk of Florida State University. Although the size of the brain was as small as a modern chimp's, the shape was similar to that of H.
erectus erectlls. Of particular interest in the Hobbit brain was the

enlargement of Brodmann's area 10, which in modern humans is associated with planning.
Hobbits Only Recendy Extinct
Unlike earlier hominid populations that disappeared when modern humans arrived, the Hobbit population may well have survived and coexisted with modern humans. Local island folklore describes the ebu gogo, a small creature that lived in the jungle, had a huge appetite, a limping walk, and spoke in a qUiet, indistinct fashion. Could the folklore preserve a cultural memory of another human species? According to fossils evidence Morwood's Hobbits disappeared about the time a local volcano erupted twelve thousand years ago. The eruption may have destroyed their habitat, or perhaps the Hobbits were caught unawares and, like Pompeii citizens, qUickly engulfed by the eruption.
The discovery of a Hobbit shire complete with Hobbit bones, brains, and tools might seem to be conclusive evidence for the existence of these little people. But that is not how science works.
The discovery challenges previously held theories that must be reconciled with the new data. The resulting scientific debates make a battle with Orcs seem tame by comparison.
Controversial Implication: We Were Not Alone So why does the discovery of Hobbits intrigue archaeologists and paleoanthropologists? Prior to this discovery it was thought that humans have not shared the planet with another species of the genus Homo since 30,000 years before the founding of Rome.
Modern humans and Neanderthals genetically diverged about 450,000 years ago. When Neanderthals (Homo neandel1halensis or Homo sapiens neandel1halensis) died out (or were absorbed into the European population) 33,000 years ago, archaeological evidence indicates that we became the sole winner of a two-

million-year Survivor competition against all other Homo species, such as Homo habilis and Homo erectas.
If the Hobbit hypotheses proposed by Morwood's team are accurate, this widely accepted story will need to be rewritten.
Since the field is fraught with contradictory evidence and conflicting scientific opinions, it will not be easy to rewrite the human story.
Ancestors of Humans
Paleoanthropologists by and large agree that Homo elgaster, an early form of H. erectas found in Africa, is the earliest direct ancestor to anatomically modern humans. Later H. erectus remains found outside of Africa are thought to represent an offshoot-an evolutionary dead end-rather than a link to modem humans, but this is still hotly debated.
It is also widely agreed that Homo erectas, as a distinct species, existed from 1.8 million years ago to about 250,000 years ago, with the Indonesian fossils dating from 1.6 million to 700,000 years ago. More recent finds, however, indicate that Homo erectus may have been living on Java less than 100,000
years ago. The latter dates would bolster the interpretations of Morwood and his colleagues.
Anrp.,<;tnr<; of Hnhhifs
Several fossil species have been suggested as the ancestors of the Hobbits. These include Homo habilis, Handy Man, or the ancient Australopithecus, of which Lucy is the most famous specimen.
Until recently these ancestors seemed unlikely, because there was no evidence that either species had left Africa. However, recent finds in the Republic of Georgia indicate that a small tool-making hominid may have left Africa as early as 1.7 million years ago.
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Controversy
The field of human evolution is a minefield of contentious opinions. Since the subject of human origins is emotional, bragging rights over who has discovered our oldest direct ancestor (the legendary missing link) can bring fame if not fortune to the discoverers. New discoveries and potentially new species can upset long-held views that earlier researchers had developed careers and reputations on. Thus, the Hobbit discovery was qUickly dismissed by some paleoanthropologists as improbable.
Perhaps they are the remains of modern humans suffering from micro-cephaly, a genetic disorder that causes a skull deformity and mental retardation. Others have suggested that the remains represent modern humans suffering from a deficiency in iodine and selenium, and a diet of cyanide-rich foods such as cassava.
These notions have been dismissed by the Australian team who discovered the fossils. The detractors did not have access to the original fossils or casts, and they contended that it is not credible that a group of physically and mentally deformed people survived and successfully hunted game for nearly a hundred thousand years.
Island Dwarfism
In an isolated environment with limited resources the slow scalpel of natural selection speeds to a ruthless blur. Large social mammals such as mammoths or rhinoceroses grow smaller because the efficiency of small size offers a powerful adaptive advantage. Conversely, small animals such as birds, lizards, and rats may become quite large without the selective pressure of traditional predators.
Which animals will grow large or shrink depends on a complex combination of factors.
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Mike Morwood cites the principle of island dwarfism to explain the small size of the fossils. Once on the island the isolated population would have begun to evolve along its own trajectory, gUided by regional conditions. One of these changes was shrinkage in their physical stature. On the island of Flores island dwarfism also affected a species of elephant that shrank in size and a species of rat that grew larger.
Sadly. the Hobbit remains were caught up in a petty dispute by anthropologists who disagreed with Morwood's interpretation.
When the specimens were recovered, key pelvis and jawbones were damaged and contaminated with modem human DNA.
With many questions still unanswered. public interest waned.
Controversy over early hominid remains have a long association with Indonesia. Java Man, cousin to Peking Man, was found in 1891 on the Indonesian island of Java by the Dutch physician Eug�ne Dubois. On returning to Europe he exhibited his finds, claiming he had found the
"missing link" between humans and apes. However, Dubois's claims were not widely accepted. He became resentful and eventually refused to show the fossils to anyone.
Another Dwarf Hominid!
Then lightning struck again! In 2008 on the island nation of Palau, not far from Flores, another group of dwarf hominids was unearthed. The �Palau Pygmies" appear to be anatomically much closer to modern humans than the comparatively small-brained Hobbits from Flores. They were also tiny-a little over one meter tall and weighing roughly seventy pounds. Even more stunning, the new remains date back only a couple of thousand years! Based on the limited information released to date our genetic cousins

may have been running around on one side of the world, while the Roman Empire rose and fell on the other.
The Profound Question of Humanity
Both discoveries bring up profound questions about what it is to be human. Today we struggle with the definition of human life at a fundamental level. Rival camps argue whether a fetus, a blastocyst. or a fertilized egg should be guaranteed the full rights of a person. What if creatures similar to the Palau Pygmies and Flores Hobbits are found to exist in isolated jungle pockets? Should they be displayed in zoos? Put to medical or experimental uses?
Protected in their native environment as rare and endangered species? Liberated from their stone age existence? And what if the Flores Hobbits evolved from modern humans, as some researchers suspect? That would make Homo sapiens the transitional species.
Paradoxically, answering the question of whether the Hobbits and Palau Pygmies are human might teach us more about our own humanity than the humanity of the island dwarves.

He was kept heavily sedated for several days. When the swelling went down, �we let him wake up," his doctor reported.
The Polson Control Center sees about fifty snakebite victims a year. Generally. they are injected on the legs while hiking, or arms while reaching under a rock. Few are bitten on the tongue.
His friends were blunt: "What the heck were you thinking?"
His answer? "It's my own stupidity."

Urban Legend: Roping a Deer

Darwin warns: I cannot find an original soarce, nor any confirmation. Snopes.com has not yet addressed this StOlY'S
veracity; however, its widespread presence on the Internet and its fantastical tone led me to consider the StOlY a fabrication.
I had this idea that I was going to rope a deer, put it in a stall, sweet-feed it corn for a few weeks, then butcher it and eat it.
Corn-fed venison. Yum! The first step in this culinary adventure was catching a deer.
Since they congregate at my cattle feeder and do not have much fear of me (a bold one will sometimes come right up and sniff at the bags of feed while I am in the back of the truck four feet away), it should not be difficult to rope one, toss a bag over its head to calm it down, then hog-tie it and transport it home.
I filled the cattle feeder and hid behind it with my rope. The cattle, having seen a roping or two before, stayed well back. They were not having any of it.
After twenty minutes my deer showed up, three of them. 1
picked a likely looking one, stepped out, and threw my rope. The deer just stood there and stared at me. I wrapped the rope around my waist and twisted the end so I would have a good hold. That thing ran and bucked, it twisted and pulled. There was no controlling that deer, and certainly no getting close to it. As it jerked me off my feet and started dragging me across the ground, it occurred to me that having a deer firmly attached to a rope was not such a good idea. The only upside is that they do not have much stamina.

A brief ten minutes later it was tired and not as qUick to jerk me off my feet and drag me. It took me a few minutes to realize this, since I was mostly blinded by the blood flowing out of the big gash in my head.
At that point I had lost my appetite for com-fed venison. I hated the thing and would hazard a guess that the feeling was mutual. Ijust wanted to get that devil creature off the end of that rope. But if I let it go with the rope hanging around its neck, it would likely die slow and painful somewhere.
Despite the gash in my head, and several large knots where I had cleverly arrested the deer's pell-mell flight by bracing my head against large rocks as it dragged me across the ground, I could still think clearly enough to recognize that I shared some tiny amount of responsibility for the situation we were in. I didn't want the deer to suffer a slow death.
I managed to get it lined up between my truck and the feeder, a little trap I had set beforehand, like a squeeze chute. I backed it in there, and I started moving forward to get my rope back.
Did you know that deer bite? They do!
I never in a million years would have thought that a deer would bite, so I was very surprised when I reached up there to
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grab hold of that rope, and the deer grabbed hold of my wrist.
Now, when a deer bites you, it is not like a horse; it does not just bite and release. A deer bites and shakes its head, like a pit bull.
They bite HARD and won't let go. It hurts!
The proper reaction when a deer bites you is probably to freeze and draw back slowly. I tried screaming and wrenching away. My method was ineffective. It felt like that deer bit and shook me for several minutes, but it was likely only several seconds.
I, being smarter than a deer (though you may be questioning that claim by now), tricked it. While I kept it busy tearing the bejesus out of my right arm, I reached up with my left hand and pulled that rope loose. That was when I learned my final lesson in deer behavior for the day.
Deer will strike at you with their front feet. They rear right up and strike at head and shoulder level, and their hooves are surprisingly sharp. The Darwin Awards are named in honor of Charles Darwin, a scientist fondly referred to as the father of evolution. The premise of the Awards is that the human species is still evolving. How do we know? We observe that people sometimes die due to their own brainless calculations. We hypothesize that there was something genetic behind the idiocy. something that would have been passed on to offspring. And we conclude that the next generation is one idiot smarter. If the human race is growing smarter over time, Charles Darwin would call that evolution!
FAQ: Is this a Darwin Award? The Rules.
People confide the most astonishing stories and ask, �Is this a Darwin Award?" There are more Darwin Awards and At Risk Survivors than I can possibly chronicle. Decide for yourself using this handy Field Guide to Identifying a Darwin Award.

Field Guide to Identifying a DalWin Award To win, an adult must eliminate herself from the gene pool in an astonishingly stupid way that is verifiably true.
Reproductive dead end: Out of the gene pool The Darwin Awards poke ironic fun at the self�removal of incompetent genes from the human race. The potential winner must therefore render herself deceased or, more happily, still alive but incapable of reproducing (nudge, wink) . If someone does manage to survive an incredibly stupid feat. then her genes ipso facto have something to offer in the way of luck, agility, or stamina. She is therefore not eligible for a Darwin Award, though sometimes the story is too entertaining to pass up and the At Risk Survivor earns an honorable mention.
Excellence
The true Darwin Award winner exhibits an astounding lack of judgment. We are not talking about common mishaps like breaking a leg while skiing. The final fatal act must be of truly idiotic magnitude, like sledding down a ski run on foam protective padding you recently removed from the ski towers.
The Darwin Award winner overlooks risks that are seemingly impossible to overlook. Baking bullets in an oven, driving while reading, using the butt end of a loaded rifle as a club, taking the batteries out of the carbon monoxide detector because the alarm keeps going off . . . . that sort of thing. "What were they thinking?"
Self-selection: The candidate caused her own demise.
Nobody can give you a Darwin Award. You have to earn your own by showing a gross ineptitude for survival. A driver hit by a falling tree is a victim of circumstance. If you roped the tree to your pickup . . . you are a candidate for a Darwin Award.

However, if you are intentionally attempting to win, you are disqualified! I do not want to encourage risk-taking behavior.
Most extreme sports accidents are also disqualified, because the person made a willing trade-off between risk and reward.
Maturity: The candidate is not a kid, or otherwise handicapped.
Nobody laughs when a child dies. Anyone below the age of sixteen does not qualify. A child does not possess sufficient maturity and experience to make life-or-death decisions, and the responsibility for her safety still resides with her guardians.
Similarly, the death of a person with physical or mental handicaps is not amusing if it results from an innate impediment, rather than a poor decision. Those who lack maturity are not eligible for an Award.
Veracity: The event is true.
If it happened to you, you know it's true. Otherwise, rely on reputable newspapers (not Weekly WhiIled News) or other published articles, confirmed television reports, and so forth.
Responsible eyewitnesses are also valid sources, particularly if there are several independent confirmations. Be warned, though!
What your brother says is probably true. What your brother said his friend's boss said is not reliable! Nor is a chain e-mail or a doctored photograph. The use of your own �bul1shit radar" is highly recommended. It's probably more accurate than you realize. Also a qUick reality check with www.Snopes.com can sort the wheat from the chaff, the legend from the likely.
FAQ: I already have kids. Am I safe?
Yes. You passed your genes along. You're safe!
The broader question is whether a person with offspring can win a Darwin Award. Our community engages in interminable

and ultimately inconclusive discussions about what it means to be out of the gene pool. What if the winner has already reproduced?
What if the nominee has an identical twin? Old people aren't going to have any (more) kids-are old people disqualified? What about cryogenies: frozen sperm and eggs? If cloning humans becomes possible, will Darwin Awards cease to exist?
And the answer is . . .1 don't know. These questions are vexing.
But if you no longer have the physical wherewithal to breed with a mate on a desert island, you are eligible for a Darwin Award.
FAQ: Sometimes the winners are still alive?!
True. Some aren't dead. Some are sterile! Men who carry a loaded gun in the waistband of their trousers, men who survive an amorous encounter with a vacuum cleaner or porcupine-a few lucky "winners" are out of the gene pool, yet still alive to collect their Awards in person.
Also you will read another type of story in the book. Darwin Award winners are (whistle) out of the gene pool. But the At Risk Survivors engineer incidents that are not quite fatal-through no fault of the perpetrator! They illustrate the spirit of a Darwin Award candidate. Be careful not to stand too close to an At Risk Survivor!
FAQ: How do you confirm the stories?
The words Confirmed True by Darwin indicate that a story is backed up by reputable media sources, or multiple eyewitness accounts. Usually I have read the news report with my own eyes.
You can check up on the veracity yourself. Find the story on the Darwin Awards website: Newer stories have a link to media references and the original submission. Search the Slush Pile and the Reject Heap for confirmation. If all else fails, search Google.

All the Darwin Awards and At Risk Survivor stories are believed to be true. None set off my sensitive "Bogus Detector,"
but sometimes sufficient supporting documentation is lacking.
Instead of tossing out a perfectly good escapade, I label these
�Unconfirmed." Many a time a reader will e-mail me the confirmation I need. If you know an �Unconfirmed" story is true (or false), please contact me!

When reading the stories, be aware that I do change names and obscure details in the At Risk Survivor stories, in order to provide a measure of anonymity for the innocent-and, for that matter, the guilty. This is to satisfy the legal beagles. Aww, puppies are so cute.
FAQ: Have you ever been wrong?
Once or twice a day! Sometimes I've been spectacularly wrong.
The guy who wanted to see what it felt like to be shot with cigarette butts, and was killed by three butts to the heart? I was fooled by bogus media references! It's a hoax, a legend, compleLely faurkaLed. H luuk a N{ythBusters researcher's inquiry for me to realize that I'd been duped! The �urban legend" about the woman who submerged in the ocean to pleasure her man?
Oops! Turns out it really happened. The books capture the stories to the best of my current knowledge. The latest scoop is on the continually updated Darwin Awards website.
FAQ: Where do you get your stories?

From you! So keep a sharp lookout in your neighborhood.
Every Darwin Award begins its life as a submission to www.DarwinAwards.com. Nominations come from around the world. Volunteer moderators review the submissions while chanting, "Death. Excellence. Self-selection. Maturity. Veracity."
Is it a potential Darwin Award? Is it an At Risk/Near Miss? The best submissions are promoted to the Slush Pile: www.DarwinAwards.com/slush
Readers rate the Slush Pile stories on a scale from ° to 10, and I review the Slush Pile stories with the highest vote. Five to ten stories per month strike me as ludicrous enough to be a Darwin Award. I refer to the rules, moderator comments, and my own intuition when deciding whether a story makes the cut. I rewrite the dry news reports as amusing one-page vignettes, and they go into the permanent archive.
But that's not the end of the process! It's a new beginning. The Darwin Awards website has a vast audience. Approximately one million (1,000,000) visitors read ten million (10,000,000) stories each month. Believe you me, I hear about mistakes. Readers send corrections and confirmations and snarky comments about typos.
The Darwin Awards stories are continually updated, and sometimes disqualified, based on community comments.
The stories in this book have been scrutinized, and they are accurate to the best of our knowledge. But due to the dynamic process described above, they are not guaranteed to be entirely accurate. They are a snapshot of the state of human evolution at the time of this writing. As you read the tales contained herein, keep in mind the care with which each gem was culled from dozens of competitors and honed to its current form.

We get two hundred to four hundred submissions per month.
About forty go into the Slush Pile, and I pick fewer than ten per month to write into vignettes for the archive.
A particularly sensational story is often submitted hundreds of times. The most recent avalanche was in April 2008: A priest went aloft in a lawn chair tethered to hundreds of helium-filled balloons, a la Lawn Chair Larry. He has not been seen since. As the joke goes, he "ascended to heaven."
Another popular incident happened in May 2005. Two Star Wars acolytes constructed realistic "lightsabers" by filling fluorescent tubes with gasoline and lighting them. They survived through no fault of their own!
FAQ: What is the History of the Darwin Awards?
The origin of the first Darwin Award is obscure.

Did the collective processing power of connected computers that formed the early Internet give rise to an electronic consciousness, and were the Darwin Awards this artificial lifeform's first attempt at humor? Less fanciful information recently came to light.
Google's Usenet archive contains the oldest known citation, an August 1985 mention of the fellow who crushed himself beneath a Coke machine while trying to shake loose a free can-a true story! The second mention, five years later, is the man who strapped a JATO rocket onto his Chevy. The JATO Rocket Car is the most popular Darwin Award of all time-although it is an Urban Legend. The author of that Usenet posting was Paul Vixie.
Greg Lindahl said, "Everybody knows who Paul Vixie is; he maintains BIND, which holds the Internet together." Greg emailed Paul, and Paul, a consummate packrat, produced a 1991 email from Charles Haynes. Charles said that he had heard the term from Bob Ayers: "We sit around talking about Darwin Awards after a hard day's rock climbing. I wonder why . . . . "
My involvement with the Darwin Awards began in 1993. The tongue-in-cheek poke at human evolution tickled my scientific funny bone. I wanted more! Sadly, I could only find five, and tracing the Darwin Awards to their lair proved fruitless. So I began writing new vignettes for my website. I sent out newsletters, encouraged submissions, discussions, and voting. My hobby became a consuming passion. I assumed the alter ego
�Darwin" and debated philosophy with readers. These conversations led to the refinement of the concept of a Darwin Award.
I let the Darwin Awards grow under the gUidance of my audience. I pruned stories when they told me my judgment was flawed; for instance, if the deceased was the victim of a bizarre accident rather than his own poor judgment. We argued fine pOints such as whether offspring or advanced age rule out a candidate. And through the years I protected my audience from submissions that would make a hardened criminal cringe.

I said "No!" to pictures of gory accidents, pitiful tales of impoverished people, politically biased stories, racial stereotypes, and just plain mean submissions.
And I deal with flames sympathetically. When community or family members write, I respectfully listen to their point of view.
Our discussions sometimes lead to a story being removed. Other times, the family realizes that they can take solace from knowing that their loss might help others avoid the same mistake, if it is used as a "safety lesson" by the Darwin Awards.
The heart and soul of the Darwin Awards is on the Internet.
All the stories are available on the website, updated with facts and comments from readers. The Slush Pile is brimming with new submissions. My goal is to maintain a network of people who love the Darwin Awards, and keep this cultural icon true to its origins.
F AQ: What is evolution?
Four attributes cause a species to evolve. (1) The species must show variation. (2) That variation must be inheritable. (3) Not all members of the population survive to reproduce, but (4) the inherited characteristics of some members make them more likely to do so.
F AQ: Are humans really evolving?
Yes! Evolution is the process of a species changing over time to better survive in its environment. The mechanism of evolution is simplicity itself: "Survival of the fittest." A species improves gradually over thousands of generations because of differences in individual rates of reproduction. Evolution eliminates the dodo who does not avoid the club. It eliminates the driver who weaves around on the freeway while yakking on a cell phone. Humans who beget children have their genes represented in the next generation. Those who do not survive to reproduce-do not.

Whether the Darwin Awards represent human evolution is less clear. Is there really a set of genes that causes a man to strap a mortar firework onto his football helmet? Do genes really play a role in deciding to kiss a shark? These decisions do not have a direct genetic link.
But if a person does not survive to leave offspring, then she is manifestly less fit to survive than the rest of us. Her genes are not part of the next generation. And we can only hope that the next generation will no longer find people jumping into bear cages, surfing into storm drains, or whacking bugs with artillery shells.
Keep in mind that the Darwin Awards also illustrate the creativity that distinguishes us from less adaptable species. The same innovative spirit that causes the downfall of a Darwin Award winner is also responsible for the social and scientific advances that make the human race great.
FAQ: Why aren't the winners those with the highest votes!?
If votes were all that mattered, you would see many more stories about testicles and sex. Put one or both of these in a story, and its score goes up. Grotesque or especially painful stories also get an artificial boost. Ewww! I let the popular vote gUide my preference
-but not rule it.
The vote does overrule my opinion if I love a story that has a low score. For instance, a California man working on his laptop while driving drifted over the centerline and was killed. Ha hal Ha. Bafflingly unpopular! I rewrote the story more than once, trying to convey the humor I saw, but still I laughed alone. Its score remained low, perhaps because minor injuries were suffered by people in the car he hit. In the end, I heed the conscience of my readers and remove unpopular stories.
FAQ: Would you explain the categories?

There are two categories: the Darwin Award and the At Risk Survivor. Darwin Awards are given to those who can no longer reproduce. At Risk Survivors are just that: people who narrowly escaped a Darwin Award. Many of these are personal accounts, and they are some of my favorites. A near-death experience, written by the selfsame idiot who planned it and survived it, certainly serves as a sobering cautionary tale! Most events are confirmed by news reports; some are plausible eyewitness accounts lacking solid confirmation. Unconfirmed Darwin Awards and At Risk Survivors are clearly labeled.
My previous four-category organization caused confusion.
There were Darwin Awards, Honorable Mentions, Personal Accounts, and Urban Legends. Each story was either confirmed or unconfirmed. Honorable Mentions were near misses, but even longtime readers often assumed that they were less astounding Darwin Awards. Personal Accounts sometimes were confirmed by news reports or eyewitnesses, causing them to overlap with both Darwin Awards and Honorable Mentions. Urban Legends elicited unfounded scuttle but regarding the veracity of the Darwin Awards. New legends are scarce now anyway, so the category had languished. The situation is much clearer with only two categories.
FAQ: MEN, Men, men, why so many men?
Nearly all Darwin Award nominees are male. I am aware that males are responsible for aggressive and irrational phenomena like wars, organized religion, drunken driving, et cetera, but pure statistics lead me to believe that more females should be candidates. Is a feminist conspiracy at work in the selection of the candidates?
-Concerned Reader
I call 'em as I see 'em. I choose as many women as I can-but I can't use material I don't have. Most of the idiots nominated for this ignominious award are male.

Women are far more likely to be At Risk Survivors than Darwin Award winners, and many of the incidents involving a woman also involve a man. It's difficult to come up with even one chapter per book pertaining exclusively to women. This book has no chapter on women, but the following stories do feature a femme fatale:

The final word? The movie makes me laugh out loud, even after numerous viewings. Winona's character smokes ajoint. An off-screen cameraman dogs the protagonists, citing journalistic integrity at inopportune times. Lawrence Ferlinghetti quietly reads

my book in a cameo. A hilarious scene reminiscent of Lawn Chair Larry involves a Mylar balloon. Joseph Fiennes in the shower is a sight not to be missed! The cast and crew put their hearts into the movie. Buy it. Enjoy it.

Laughter helps us cope with tragedy.
Why are the Darwin Awards funny? My readers are eloquent on the subject.
"Want to feel like a genius? The next time you feel foolish or incompetent, read a few. You will soon realize how brilliant you really are compared with the morons out there. "

But if your exit is newsworthy. there's a good chance you will be remembered within your own family. at least. The Darwin Award winners of today will have their memories cherished longer, by more people. than those who die peacefully in bed."
"Whenever I get down on myself, I read one of these and I feel much smarter."
"One truly admires those individuals whose efforts at immortality lift the veil of depression from the rest of us mortals stuck on this rock."
"You think you've got troubles?"

"They make me feel like a genius."
"Anytime I'm feeling down, I read one of these and my life doesn' t look so bad anymore! "
I see a little of myself in every story. As one of the world's biggest klutzes my final hour will likely find me clutching a Darwin Award. If so, I know my family and friends will laugh through their tears and say, "That's just like Wendy. Dh, she was such an idiot! "
FAQ: How can I avoid a Darwin Award?
Take a few personal pledges:
"I will keep pointy metal objects away from electrical wires.
"I will not suck bees into a vacuum cleaner."
"I will not disable the safety."
"No rooftop romantic interludes for me!"
Beware the following ideas:
"Instead of following standard procedure . . . "
"Attempting to impress the lady . . . "
"So he could save himself time . . . "
"They tested the ice by jumping up and down."
"A case of beer went into the planning."
"He is still convinced that the toadstool is harmless."

"He refused to let anyone call an ambulance."
"He thought he could outsmart the police."
"The diver had kissed hundreds of sharks."
"He deceived the radiation control supervisor. "
"It·s a nice snake. Nothing can happen."
Heed good advice:
"Never surf on a flooded street."
"We urge people not to drive with a burning grill in the vehicle. "
"The stupidity of cutting through power cables should be obvious. "
"Tossing random chemicals down the drain is not wise."
"Only an idiot would jump into the bear cage."
FAQ: Do you drive while using a cell phone?
NO! And you shouldn't either. Humans are not equipped to use these devices safely. Cell phones take too much attention away from input you ought to attend to. Even while walking down the street a person on a cell phone does not notice the needs of others.
In the supermarket you will not realize that you are causing an aisle congestion. In a car you will drive slower and more erratically.
I have made changes in my life due to reading thousands of Darwin Awards submissions. One change was no longer using a chair with wheels to reach a high place. The hardest change was to stay off my cell phone while driving.

I did it. You can do it. Get off the phone! Save a life.
FAQ: What is with the science essays?
I'm a scientist. I like science! The Darwin Awards are based on the scientific premise that humans are still evolving. Fans often write serious technical dissections of individual stories. A large portion of my readers are college students, or first heard about the Darwin Awards while in college. The science essays are relevant and keep me interested in the job. Charles Darwin would be disappointed in me if! focused only on humor and didn't contribute to scientific knowledge!
FAQ: What do the families think? Do you get their permission?
How awkward would that be?!
If a family writes to me, I take their concerns seriously.
Sometimes I remove the story. I don't want to cause anyone pain.
Sometimes the family realizes that death has more meaning if it serves as a cautionary tale and saves someone else's life. Often they confide more stupid things that the winner did, prior to his death. Like an Irish wake, it can be healing to laugh while you grieve. That's human nature.
From a recent e-mail: "Many years ago my two uncles started roughhousing at our Christmas gathering. At one point Uncle Frank picked up Uncle John by the heels, lost his grip, and dropped Uncle John on his head. It was all right because John was a state supreme court justice and there for life. The other uncle is, I am sure, in your archive. The one about the skydiving photographer who forgot to put on a chute . . ?"

F AQ: What inspired you to do this?

Waiting for my science experiments to run their courses was at times tedious. Lee Kozar taught me how to make a website by viewing the source of other web pages and copying the HTML.
The Internet was young then, and changing qUickly. Boredom was the driving force behind my website, which included personal vignettes as well as the Darwin Awards.
Boredom: the underappreciated motivator.
FAQ: How many stories? How many books? How many more?
In your hands you hold the fifth book.
In June 2008 there were 750 stories on the website. About 600
have been published in five books in twenty-three languages. I will keep writing stories as long as there are stories to write! Or my fingers fall off. Or I win a Darwin Award myself.

The website matriculated to its own domain in 1997, won dozens of Internet awards, and now ranks among the top three thousand most-visited wehsites. It currently entertains a million visitors per month in its comfortable Silicon Valley home. Guests are welcome to set off fireworks and bounce on the trampoline.
The locus of the Darwin Awards community is www.Darwin Awards.com. New accounts of terminal stupidity appear daily in the public Slush Pile. Visitors can vote on stories, sign up for a free e-mail newsletter, and share their opinions on the Philosophy Forum-a community of free thinkers who enjoy philosophical, political, and scientific conversations.
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Wendy studied molecular biology at Berkeley, worked in a neuroscience research laboratory at Stanford, and later joined a biotech start-up developing treatments for cancer and diabetes.
She wrote the Darwin Awards while waiting for her dastardly genetic manipulations to yield results.
